RESEARCH ENHANCEMENT GRANT SCHEME (REGS)



    Overview:
The Research Enhancement Grant Scheme (REGS) is designed to support innovative, significant and externally competitive research.

The scheme aims to encourage researchers to deliver tangible outputs that result in improved research performance.  Funding can therefore be used to increase research capacity in your school, undertake a pilot study or preparatory work that will lead to the submission of a major new external grant application; undertake work leading to high quality publications; or collaborate on a project that will result in new research funding and/or outputs. 

Funding Amounts:
There are three levels of funding: (Quantity and quality of research outputs should be commensurate with the funding being requested. The amounts below are the maximum University contribution. Co-funding does not have to match these amounts).
  
· Small - up to $5,000, 
· Medium – up to $25,000 
· Large – up to $50,000.

Key Dates:
· 31 August 2011 (5pm) - Applications close.  
· 19 September  2011 – Applicants advised of result.
· By 30 September 2011 – Funding will be available.
· All funding will be allocated during 2011 and funds will be automatically rolled over to 2012.  
· 31 December 2012 - Final Report due. 
NOTE:  A researcher’s future funding for this or other internal grants is dependent on measurable quality outputs achieved.
