· Grants are for internal purposes only.  No portion of the funding can be transferred to other Universities or collaborating organizations (including industry partners).
· If the CI leaves the employment of UTAS, and a second CI is not available to take charge of the project, then the grant must be relinquished.
· Any equipment that is purchased under this funding remains the property of the University of Tasmania.
· Funding cannot be used for CI salaries, teaching relief, or to fund a Research Higher Degree candidate’s stipend or fees.
