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Registration for ARC Linkage Infrastructure Equipment and Facilities bid

University procedures require requests for funding to be endorsed by Head of School/Director of Institute, Dean of the faculty or Deputy Vice Chancellor (Research).  

ARC LIEF bids also require a financial contribution – there is a 75% cap on the ARC level of support for the equipment or facility bid.  

The purpose of this registration is to keep the involved and appropriate parties informed.  For bids of this nature and size, this can include Council, Finance Committee, and the Deputy-Vice Chancellor (Research) as well as senior Management.  
In addition, this registration is the mechanism through which an applicant would signal a request for funding from School, Faculty and/or central sources.

The Office of Research Services (ORS) will provide advice on the proposed bids and University requirements as well as facilitate links where appropriate.
