The above link takes you directly to the ISI Master Journal List. If a journal is listed in this database, then DEEWR accepts that the Journal is refereed. You can find a specific journal by title, title words, or ISSN using the SEARCH function provided.

The above link takes you to Ulrich’s Searchable Database. 
For the purpose of the publications collection, most people will want to find out if Ulrich's lists a particular journal as refereed. The easiest way to do this is as follows: 

1. Click on the 'Quick Search' dropdown menu box.

2. Select either ISSN, Keyword, Subject or Title

3. Enter the detail of the ISSN, Keyword, Subject or Title you are searching for.

4. Click on Submit.

DEEWR will accept a journal as refereed if the ‘refereed’ field states ‘Yes’.

If you have many hits, you may like to search again on a more specific title, or select the items to display. You must print your results to attach to your verification material.
