Terms of Reference

Purpose

The Australian Code Steering Committee oversees the development of the University of Tasmania’s research governance framework with an aim to promote the responsible conduct of research within the University and ensure compliance with the Australian Code for the Responsible Conduct of Research (2007).

Function

The functions of the Australian Code Steering Committee are:

· To promote the responsible conduct of research and research training within the institution

· To oversee the development of a University of Tasmania research governance framework

· To oversee the development of University of Tasmania research integrity policies and procedures in accordance with the requirements of the Australian Code for the Responsible Conduct of Research (2007)

· To develop a framework for implementing and monitoring the requirements of the Code. 

· To develop a framework for implementing and monitoring the provision of training workshops and educational resources based on the Code. 

On completion, the Australian Code Steering Committee will recommend to Academic Senate the establishment of a University committee for ongoing research integrity oversight and responsibility for monitoring institutional compliance with the Code and related ethics and safety legislation and regulatory requirements.
