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To complete the BA-BFA degree, you must pass a total of 400% of units, or 100% of units in each year
of the four year degree.

In the Bachelor of Arts component you will complete 200% of units comprising:

50% of first year units (level 100) from the BA schedule of units

50% of second year units (level 200)

50% of second/third year units

50% of third year units (level 300)

and within the 200% of units, you must complete the requirements for at least one major (though
there is room for two majors).

A major (or specialisation) is made up of sequential units in one discipline, eg, Political Science,
comprising 25% of (Political Science) units at level 100 (first year units) + 75%min-125%max of
(Political Science) units over level 200/300 (second / third year units).

the Bachelor of Fine Arts component you will complete 200% of units comprising:

» 100% of units comprising a first year Studio A unit (25%), plus first year Theory units (25%), plus
second year Theory units (25%, including FST200), plus 25% of electives, which can comprise first
year or second year units. This 100% of units are normally taken over your first and second year of
study.

» The composition of the remaining 100% will depend on your choice of BFA major (see below):

% OPTION 1 - to complete a STUDIO A MAJOR you must additionally pass a second year
STUDIO MAJOR unit (50%) and then the same STUDIO A MAJOR unit at third year
level(50%).

% OPTION 2 - to complete an ART & CULTURAL THEORY MAJOR plus a STUDIO
MINOR, you must pass additionally pass third year THEORY units (25%min*), plus a second
year STUDIO A MINOR unit (25%) and then elective units (25% - which could comprise
additional Theory) and then the same STUDIO A MINOR unit at third year level (25%).
