Bachelor of Arts  Structure (aka completion requirements) 
• You need to pass a total of 24 units made up of 8 first year, 

8 second year and 8 third year units. 
• And within the 24 units you must complete majors (or 

specialisations) in two different disciplines, eg History and 
Philosophy. 

• The major is made up 2 units at first year and between 6 
and 10 second and third year from one discipline (eg 
History).   

• At least 2 units in each major must be Level 300 units (third 
year). 

• You need to pass 2 first year units from a discipline eg 
History, before you can enrol in the second year (History) 
units.  Languages are the only exception.  If you have TCE 
Stage 4 in a language with an OA or HA or equivalent you 
may start study at second year level.   

• Of the 100% of first year units,  25% can be a first year  unit 
from another degree. eg, one of 
Introduction to Law *Computing 
*Human Resource Management *Marketing 
*Fine Arts *or many others 
* you can continue this discipline as a major (8 units

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HOW TO COMPLETE A MAJOR 
Majors in a BA degree are made up of 2 first year units, plus 6 min-10 max of second/third year units (with a minimum of 2 at third year level). Some majors have compulsory 
units which you must pass to complete the requirements of the major.  The majors and their core units are listed below.  [If you have advanced language skills, you can begin 
your study at second year level.  You then make up your language major of 8 second/third year units.]  A complete list of units is contained in the ‘course structure and 
schedule of the online 2006 Course and Unit Handbook at www.utas.edu.au/courses/R3A.
