Elluminating Academic Integrity and Turnitin

Students at the University of Tasmania are entitled to know that the assessment they receive for their work is fair relative to the rest of the class and that the integrity of the award they receive from the University will be protected.  Studies on cheating and plagiarism have shown that probably over 50% of students in any one year engage in some form of cheating, whether on exams, tests or assignments (Park 2003, p. 478), further it is believed that these behaviors are increasing.
Turnitin has been licenced by the University to assist staff and students manage issues associated with academic integrity. Turnitin is text matching software which compares submitted work against its databases of web pages, published works and previous student submissions. It highlights areas in submitted work where care may be needed to correctly acknowledge sources.
Objectives
This course provides the necessary training to use Turnitin within the MyLO environment and design assessment tasks to minimise the opportunity for plagiarism, within the UTAS context:
On completion you will be able to:
· Analyse a Turnitin report to determine if the text matched constitutes plagiarism;
· Configure a Turnitin assignment according to the Educative model, within the MyLO environment; and
· Critically evaluate assessment tasks to identify opportunities for plagiarism, and recommend alternatives to minimise these.

Course delivery

This course will use the Elluminate web-conferencing system to bring together participants located at their own workstations.  The course itself is a pilot, investigating how web-conferencing can be used to deliver technology based staff development, alleviating the need for travel.  As this is a pilot, the course is not suitable for the “technically timid”.
Participation requires a computer compatible headset, with both speakers and microphone. These are available for loan from CALT if needed.
