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Unit description

HEF102 French 1B places its main stress on the development of a sound basic knowledge of the
structure of the language and on practice in the four basic language skills bringing students to a
degree of linguistic competence equivalent at least to TCE French Stage 5C.

Intended learning outcomes

On completion of this unit, you should be able to:

1. Demonstrate knowledge of French vocabulary and grammatical structures through recall
2. Interpret meaning of basic written texts (in French)

3. Respond to spoken French at an introductory level

4. Use a repertoire of known grammatical structures and rules to solve active communication
problems

5. Use basic knowledge and communication strategies (expression, structure, and fluency) to
create short oral and written sentences
