1. Weekly Assignments

3. Oral/audio test 
  
The oral/audio test assesses learning outcomes 1 to 2 and is worth 20% of the final mark. 
 
A short oral/audio test will be held towards the end of week 13 related to material covered in the 
tutorials and the lab classes.
