	Unit Description:
	This semester 2 unit is an intensive beginners' unit which aims to bring students' German language competence to a level at least equivalent to TCE stage 5C.  As a continuation of HEG101 German 1A, it is designed for students who began in first semester with no previous knowledge of the language or insufficient knowledge to qualify for HEG 207.  It extends and develops students' introduction to the German language.  

	Unit Aims and Objectives:


	The aims of this unit are to enable students to:

1. Gain an understanding of the fundamental structures and idioms of German language.

2. Develop the passive language skills of listening and reading in the target language.

3. Develop basic active language skills of speaking and writing in the target language.

ASSESSMENT
Assessment in this unit takes the form of weekly written exercises to be submitted during the semester, one written assignment to be handed in at the end of the semester, one aural test and one oral test completed in the final week of semester, and one formal examination in the examination period.
Weekly exercises are due by 4 pm on Friday of each week, where work has been set.  
Written assignment is due by 4 pm on Friday, 20 October 2006.
Aural test will be conducted in normal class time in the week beginning 16 October by short answers based on a recorded text in the target language.

Oral test will be conducted on an individual basis at times to be scheduled in the week beginning 16 October. 

The examination will be scheduled in the official examination period. The timetable is posted to all eligible students and published on the School notice boards.
This assignment will assess learning outcomes 1, 2a, 2b and 3.

The weekly exercises will assess knowledge and understanding of material related to unit content. Together the exercises are worth 15% of your final mark in this unit.  

This assignment will assess learning outcomes 1, 2a, 2b and 3.

The written assignment is based on the themes encountered during the semester and will require application of knowledge and skills developed.  This assignment is worth 20% of your final mark in this unit.  Choose one of the following topics and write approximately 150 words in German.

1. Reisen in Europa / Australien

2. Mein Lieblingssport

3. Umweltprobleme in meinem Land

4. ein Stadtführer für meine Heimatstadt / eine Stadt in einem deutschsprachigen Land.

This assignment will assess learning outcomes 1, 2a, 3 and 4.

The aural test assesses understanding of spoken German based on written answers of short written questions both of which will be in the target language.

This test will assess learning outcomes 1, 2b and 2d.

The oral test assesses the students' pronunciation and ability to communicate orally in the target language.  Topics and prepared reading will be distributed prior to the testing period.

This test will assess learning outcomes 1 and 2b.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Submission of Assignments 

Students are required to submit a signed cover sheet with every assignment. This includes a declaration that all material submitted is their own work except where there is clear acknowledgement or reference to the work of others and that they have read the University statement on Academic Misconduct (Plagiarism) on the University website at www.utas.edu.au/plagiarism or in the Student Information Handbook.  Assignment cover sheets are available from the School office.  All written assignments must be submitted in hard-copy (not by email or other electronic means) and placed in the essay box at the School office on or before 5pm on the due date.
