	Against the background of German history, this unit provides a detailed insight into the work of four major contemporary German-speaking writers through the study of a short novel by each.

· become familiar with a variety of critical frameworks through which German literary texts can be read; and
· develop knowledge of specific historical issues and their cultural meanings within the context of twentieth-century Germany.

ASSESSMENT
Assessment in this unit takes the form of two written assignments to be submitted during the semester, and one formal examination in the examination period.

Written Assignment 1 is due by 4 pm on Monday, 11 September 2006.

Written Assignment 2 is due by 4 pm on Friday, 20 October 2006.

The Written Assignments are based on the texts and themes encountered during the semester and will require application of knowledge and skills developed.  The assignments are worth 40% of your final mark in this unit..

Submission of Assignments 

Students are required to submit a signed cover sheet with every assignment. Assignment cover sheets are available from the School office. Assignments will be returned within three weeks of the due date; once assignments have been returned no further late assignments will be accepted.

Late Assignments
