You can set POP mail clients (Eudora, Outlook, Lotus Notes, Netscape etc) to

resolve addresses against this server as well as the user's own address

book. Performance is pretty good, and in the future there will be more

information, for example phone numbers. ITS builds these settings by default

into our lease scheme images into Eudora and Outlook, and Lotus Notes client

where installed.

In Eudora 4.x:

1) go to Tools>Directory Services

2) In Protocols, select LDAP

3) Click on New Database

4) Add UTAS-LDAP on address directory.utas.edu.au. Server does not require

(or permit) you to log on so leave that option blank.

In Outlook 2000 (probably the same in other versions):

1) go to Tools>Address Book

2) In address book, go to Tools>Accounts

3) Then select Add and enter diurectory.utas.edu.au in the LDAP server box.

Again, the server does not require you to log on, so leave that option

blank.
