Approving a bounced message





Messages to a list are bounced to the administrator for many reasons, including:


the message is too long


the message contains a Majordomo command such as “help”, “subscribe” etc


the sender’s email address is not subscribed to the list





To approve a message to be distributed to the list:


select the message


from the Message menu select Redirect


type the list name in the To: field of the new message


turn off word wrap in the tool bar above the To: line of the message


replace the first line in the message (and only the first line) with the Approved: ppassword  where ppassword is the list’s approve password. This is the only time when the pass password is used.
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
